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Well, I got to use the dragon1 I was going to use for Sivalik after all—only this time, it’s a female. And she’s 
considerably smarter than Sivalik. Quibblers who note the discrepancies between my description of Leviathan 
and this rendering will just have to allow for the artist’s creative freedom. This2 photo for Efran scrambling away
from her is perfect, especially as he looks like he’s laughing. 

Finally, this amazing photo3 made for a perfect backdrop except for one tiny detail, which Leviathan took out:
